Introduction

The International Programs School (IPS) opened in the year 2000 with 19 pupils and currently has
in excess of 1500 students representing approximately 50 different nationalities. IPS is an
gender-segregated school that offers a North American curriculum, with International
Baccalaureate Primary Years Programme (PYP) in Primary school for all students & Diploma
Programme (DP) in Grades 11 & 12 (optional). Our faculty is a diverse mix of 230 teachers and
administrators and auxiliary staff from over 30 different nationalities including: Saudi Arabian,
American, Brazilian, Columbian, Egyptian, Filipino, French, Jordanian, Jamaican, Portuguese,
South Africa et al. We pride ourselves in providing a top-quality classroom environment for our
students. IPS is fully accredited by the Middle States Association of Colleges and Schools and is
licensed by the Saudi Ministry of Education and ETEC.

IPS is an educational community whose purpose and mission is to educate young people
intellectually, morally, and physically. The school recognizes the special circumstances in which
parents find themselves in relation to the education of their children when they bring their families
overseas and welcomes applications for admission from all in the community whose children can
benefit from the education offered at the school. The school’s mission and beliefs underpin all that
goes on in the school and are a clear indication to parents as to our approach to education. We
believe that the education of the children and young people in our care is particularly enhanced by
a positive partnership between parents and school.

IPS accepts both local and expatriate children, ages 4 to 18, without discrimination of
gender, race, religion or nationality.

Enrollment Procedures

Applications for admission are accepted throughout the year. Families seeking admission first
meet the Admissions Officer, who will provide them with verbal and written information regarding
the application process. Enrollment procedure information and forms are available on the school

website, https://www.ipsksa.com

All students admitted to IPS must live with parents or an authorized adult guardian. When a
student does not live with a parent, the Head of School, or a designee, the admissions recruiter
will investigate and make a determination concerning a possible waiver.

Priority for admission is given to those who, by virtue of their previous education experience,
prefer to attend an English-speaking international school. Students should, therefore, be fluent in
English or be at a stage where they can achieve fluency given limited specialist support. Priority is
also given to siblings of those already at IPS, children of IPS staff, and returning students. New
families are prioritized in the order according to the date of their application.

IPS provides language and learning support for those with specific needs. However, resources are
limited and we are generally unable to admit students with significant academic or physical needs.
For students with learning difficulties, a psychological report should be provided. Failure to notify
the school of such significant academic or physical needs may result in immediate withdrawal.
Each candidate’s application materials are carefully studied in order to assess suitability for
admission.

Grades K-5 | Primary Years Programme (PYP)

The Primary Years Programme at IPS provides a structured learning experience that supports students’
academic, social, and personal development. The programme emphasises inquiry-based learning,
foundational literacy and numeracy, and the development of learning skills across subject areas. Students
engage with a broad, balanced curriculum designed to encourage curiosity, communication, and
responsibility within a supportive school environment aligned with international education principles.
Grades 6-10

The Grades 6—10 programme at IPS follows a concept-based curriculum aligned with USA Common Core,
AERO, and Next Generation Science Standards (NGSS). It offers a coherent academic pathway across
core subject areas while supporting skill development in critical thinking, collaboration, and communication.
The programme provides continuity and preparation for advanced study, ensuring students build the
academic knowledge and learning habits required for future upper-secondary pathways.

Grades 11-12 | American Diploma or IB Diploma Programme (DP)

In Grades 11 and 12, IPS offers students a choice between the American Diploma school-based curriculum
and the International Baccalaureate Diploma Programme. The American Diploma follows a

standards-aligned academic pathway aligned with Common Core and related frameworks. The IBDP is a

two-year university preparatory programme requiring subject coursework and core components including
Theory of Knowledge, Creativity, Activity and Service, and the Extended Essay. All students meet Saudi

Ministry of Education requirements, and both pathways support entry to overseas universities and colleges.

Enrollment Procedures & Online Application
Admissions are open: Students applying for admission are considered on an individual basis.

Admission will be finalized after evaluation of submitted documents, completion of a school
admission test, and payment of fees.

Grade one Admission : The admission of students into Grade 1 is carried out in
accordance with the age regulations issued by the Ministry of Education in the Kingdom of
Saudi Arabia and in alignment with the admissions and registration policies of International
Programs Schools.

Testing — When application forms and documents have been completed and submitted,
your child will be given an admissions test schedule and payment of the application fee will
be collected. Incomplete application forms and documents will not be accepted and
admission testing will not be scheduled. An admissions test is administered to assess
student's levels of reading, writing, and mathematics. The application fee of SAR 750 is
non-refundable.

Acceptance and Enrollment Fee — After completing the assessment to the required
standard, the school will contact you to offer a place in your child’s age-appropriate class,
provided that there is an opening. Once contacted, in order to confirm and hold your child’s
place, the non-refundable enroliment fee must be paid. It is not possible to defer this fee for
any reason. Your child’s enrollment is not official until this step is completed. Failure to
attend school within 2 weeks of enrollment and/or start of the school year will result in
automatic withdrawal from IPS.

Waiting List — Because there is high demand for enrollment in IPS, there may be a
wait-list. When this is the case, we will place your child’s name on the list and contact you

when/if space is available.

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Admissions Assessment

When application forms and documents have been completed and submitted, your child will be

given an admissions assessment schedule and payment of the non-refundable application fee

(750 SAR) will be collected. Incomplete application forms and documents will not be accepted and
an admission assessment will not be scheduled. If the maximum class size has been reached

before the scheduled admissions assessment, the application fee will be reimbursed.

Admission Decision

e The Admission Team (Principals & Head of School) will use the chart/rubric below to reach

a final recommendation.

e The School Administration reserves the right to require retesting before making a final
decision.

e The final decision to admit rests with the Administration Team and ultimately the Head of

School.

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Other Fees:

e Application Fee: A non-refundable admission testing /application fee must be paid before
the test.

e Enroliment Fee: A non-refundable fee of 4,000 SAR (excluding VAT) is required to
complete the admission process. This applies to all students, both new and returning. The
seat remains open for others until the fee is paid. Enroliment fees can be used within the
same academic year if a student decides to re-enroll for the second term.

e Re-enrollment Deposit or Seat Reservation Fee: A non-refundable deposit of 2,500 SAR
(excluding VAT) is required at the time of re-enrollment. The deposit fee ensures you have a
seat for the next academic year and is included in the tuition fees. It's deducted from the
first semester's fees for the following academic year.All accounts must be settled to make a
deposit for the next year.

e IBDP Exam Fees: Parents are responsible for paying the fees associated with registering
their children for the official International Baccalaureate exams for students in the 12th
Grade of the IBDP (only for students taking the full IBDP or partial IBDP courses). The
amount of the exam fees will be assessed and communicated after the registration process
is completed, typically towards the end of October of the academic year for 12th-Grade
students.

Siblings Discount:

e Tuition fee discounts are provided to parents who have three or more children:
- 25% discount for the third child.
- 850% discount for the fourth child and beyond.

Tuition Fee Payment Instructions:

- Tuition fee invoices will be issued before the start of the academic year.

- Parents are allowed to pay the annual tuition fees in two installments, distributed throughout
the year, with each installment due no later than 30 days before the start of each academic
term.The fees can be issued as a single invoice for the entire year if requested by parents.

- If the first installment of the tuition fees is not paid before the first school day for students, the
school will send a reminder email to pay the installments. If there is no immediate response to
the payment process, the school's financial policies grant the right not to include the student's
name in the class list, and the student will not be allowed to attend school regardless of paying
the advance deposit.

- Our financial policies allow for the hold of report cards for students whose fees are not paid by
the specified due dates

- The responsibility of paying the fees and any other additional services lies directly on the
parent, regardless of any agreement they may have with a third party concerning the payment of
these fees.

Installment Plan Policy:

- The school policies allow for an agreement to be signed for a tuition fee installment plan,
subject to a detailed written agreement between the parents and the school.

- The installment plan agreement form can be confirmed in writing and signed by both parties
by no later than the start of the first school day for students, as per the academic calendar.

- The school's financial policies state that in case of non-compliance with timely payment of
fees, the school reserves the right to withhold issuing student reports or/and attending the
graduation ceremony, and the parent will not be allowed to apply for an installment plan for
subsequent years.

Refund Policy: Refunds are not authorised after the first week of each academic term.
